Thank you for your interest in our Volunteer programs.  Membership as a volunteer can be a very rewarding and a satisfying experience.  The volunteers of Mason County Fire District 2 are devoted towards a common goal, helping people in need.  You may find it interesting to see just how diverse our members are.  Their reasons vary for joining the program from wanting a career in fire service or a need to give back to the community.  We applaud your desire to further your training by volunteering in our community and we look forward to meeting you.  

After you fill out an application packet complete with I.D., we run a background check and if you pass, we schedule you for one of our semi-annual written tests and interview. After a successful test and interview, we will then schedule you for a physical agility test.  After passing that, we would provide a medical questionnaire which you fill out then schedule a medical exam with our district’s physician at your convenience and our expense.  If you pass all those items, you are accepted as a volunteer.  

As our volunteer, if you are interested in taking an emergency medical technician (EMT) course we would sponsor you.  Once you pass the state exam, you’d be certified.  You would agree to volunteer with us for a minimum of one year, consisting of two duty shifts a month.  A duty shift consists of 8, 16, or 24 hour shifts. After one year the MCFD2 would re-embers you for the cost of the EMT course tuition.   You would come over at least twice a month – and after working on initial patient and aid car check-offs - would respond in aid cars along with our Firefighter/EMTs.  
If you are interested in firefighting, we would schedule you for our next Recruit Academy, usually in the fall.
Wednesday nights are drill night, to keep those skills current, but we usually have drills during the day and afternoons so if you were pulling a shift during that time, you would participate in the drill.  
If you think all this training, drilling and duty shifts can be managed around your work, school and/or family, submit the enclosed application and we will start the process.
