Volunteer FAQ

Q: How do I get an application? 

A: Stop by a fire station OR ask one of our firefighters if you see them around town, visit  our web site at www.mcfd2.com and down load one, you can also give us a call and we will mail one out to you.

Q: What does the application process consist of? 

A: Fill out a written application, after it is turned in we review it and conduct a reference check and background/drivers check. When all has been completed you will go on to a written test, oral interview, and physical ability test (if applicable). 

Q: How much of a time commitment is it to be a volunteer? 

A: It depends on what type of volunteer you are interested in; 

1. Volunteer Firefighters must complete a 200 hour basic fire academy. After you initial training you have to keep up your skills by attending a percentage of weekly drill and pulling some shift hours each month.

2. Volunteer Emergency Medical Technicians must complete a 160 hour EMT course. After completing the EMT course you keep up your skills by attending weekly drill and pulling some shift hours each month. 

3. Community Response Team (CRT) members go through a 40 hour class and after attend one drill a month. 

Q: Will you work around my schedule for the initial training?   

A: We try to work with people as much as possible. We depend on our volunteers and do our best to work with them to make sure their training is up to date. 

Q: I’m still not sure if I want to volunteer what can I do to see if it is right for me? 

A: To get a feel of what it is like in the fire service we recommend doing a ride along. Come and join one of our crews for a few hours or a day and see what station life and running emergency calls is like. This is also a great time to ask questions and get answers. 

Q:  When will the program start? 

A:  Interviews will be on or about September 3rd. Training September 9th, and the volunteer fire academy starting in October.   The Academy training days will be Tuesday and Thursday evenings as well as all day Saturdays.
